Natural Environment Visits

x Therapist evaluates child’s behaviors and skills in
school, home, park or other environment.

x Therapist offers recommendations for increasing
desired behaviors in natural environment.

Sensory Diet Planning

x Therapist gathers parents’ concerns and goals.
x Therapist assesses child’s sensory systems.

x A plan of activities is developed in order to
improve child’s regulation and modulation.

Feeding Program

x Therapist evaluates child’s feeding and swallowing
needs based on observations and parent’s report.

x Goals and objectives are established along with an
individualized treatment plan.

x Therapist and parents continue to collaborate in
clinic and at home to help child succeed.

Handwriting Development

x Therapist assesses and treats multiple components
that affect handwriting: postural stability, visual-
perceptual skills, body awareness, fine motor
coordination, and sensory processing.

x Child develops skills in hand dominance, pencil grip,
letter formation, directionality and spacing,
attention to task, and overall confidence.




Parent Support

A child’s success is not merely the result of quality therapy. Since children spend
the majority of the time with their families, parents play a huge role in kids’
progress. At KiDA, we equip, educate, and encourage parents with consultations,
IEP support, parent educational lectures, and online support.

Parent Consultations

Parents can make an appointment with a therapist

for a consultation by phone, in the clinic, or in their
home to discuss their concerns, goals, and plans for
getting there.

IEP Meeting Support

Therapist prepares documentation of child’s needs,
goals, and progress. This information is presented
at the school IEP meeting alongside the family and
teacher.

Educational Lectures

KiDA offers quarterly lectures at our facility to
enrich parents’ understanding of relevant topics,
such as sensory processing, potty training, and
social development.

SENSORY GYM with over 2,000 square feet of

occupational therapy equipment including trampoline,
therapy swings, rock climbing wall, tunnels, and slide.

PHYSICIANS OFFICES bring medical care to

KiDA’s facility. Physicians, educators, and therapists
can collaborate to determine the most effective
treatment, and families have one less stop to make.

SPORTS GYM gives children the opportunity to

develop skills such as basketball, soccer, ping pong, and
four square which can be generalized to recess, gym
class, and the park.
